Structure:

· Introduction – why are you writing to him and what are the factors that may stop him from delivering to you. 
· Include arguments to support your opinion include counter arguments too.
· Conclusion – briefly repeat your point of view. This will be similar to your introduction.
Language Features:
· Usually written in present tense.
· Includes logical  connectives to link ideas (therefore, however)
· Use emotive language (powerful verbs and strong adjectives)

· Ask rhetorical questions

· Counter arguments from the other point of view.
